EBSCOhost Online Database
1. Type in the web address: http://search.ebscohost.com 
2. Type in the User ID: Contact the library for login information.
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2. Choose the EBSCO service you want to use.  EBSCOhost Research Databases is more appropriate for high school/college, and Student Research Center is more appropriate for junior high.
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3. If you choose EBSCO Research Databases, you will need to choose the database you want to search in (or choose Select all). You will probably want ERIC.
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4. Type your topic into the Search Bar.
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5. Look through the different results and see if any of them are useful.

6. If you have too many results, you can refine your results using the options available.  I recommend selecting Full-Text Only.
7. If you find useful information, you can save your results by creating an account.  Click Sign In at the top of the screen and then creating a new account.

8. You can also print any articles that you find useful.
